NEWS FROM THE TOWN HALL

Meeting on 10th October 2011

Planning Application DC/2011/00806

Retention of 1.2m culverted section of watercourse 27m. long and across track 3.2m wide and 161m long, to provide safe access/egress to agricultural land at Fast Track Farm, Grosmont.  The application was recommended for approval.

The Monmouthshire Local Development Plan (Deposit) has now been produced.  The report states that the housing provision in the Monmouthshire LDP is 4000 dwellings over the plan period, 2011-2021.

Land to the west of Grosmont has been earmarked for a maximum of 15 dwellings subject to provision of community open space (play area and allotments).

At our October meeting it was unanimously agreed that we should object to development to the west of Bevan Court for the following reasons.

i. Access via Bevan Court is totally unsuitable due to its narrowness.

ii. Village roads and roads leading into the village are not suitable for extra traffic.

iii. No car park or car parking facilities in the village.

iv. No public transport

v. No recreation facilities

vi. No employment

vii. The size of the village has doubled in recent years.

If development has to take place in Grosmont the Council has suggested some form of a small development at River View.

The wider Grosmont community has villages at Llangattock Lingoed and Llanvetherine.  Our council felt that it would be better to put small developments in these villages rather than a development of 15 houses in Grosmont.

Notice was brought to our attention of speeding motorcyclists at Llanvetherine, especially on Sundays.  It was proposed that we contact Gwent Police, to alert them of this problem.  

We will once again be contacting the South Wales Truck Road agency regarding the A465 at Llangua.

First responder classes began in Grosmont in September but at the moment these classes have been put on hold.

Success came our way at the Best Kept Village Competition this year.  Grosmont Town Hall and Grosmont Churchyard won first prizes in their category, while Llangua was highly commended.

A disturbing report was given on the misuse of the public toilets in Grosmont.  Recently the walls had been smeared with “you know what”.  Rob and Margie, from the Angel, work hard to keep these toilets clean.  

Many visitors and tourists from overseas use our toilets, so we would like people who use these toilets to do so in a civilised manner.
