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NEWS FROM THE TOWN HALL

Meeting on 14th November 2011

Ms Dovey Evans, Project Officer for Monmouth County Council attended the meeting to discuss possible grants for the refurbishment of Grosmont Town Hall.

Planning Applications

The following planning applications were recommended for approval.

DC/2011/00299 – Conversion of Coach House as ancillary to main building, Penyard House, Grosmont.

DC/2011/00960 – Roof/Canopy over hot tub, house at rear of Mount Pleasant.

DC/2011/00961 – Proposed additional garage and provision of solar panels, Tollstone House, Grosmont.

Once again there has been another accident on the A465 at Llangua.  We have asked for a site meeting with the South Wales Trunk Road Agency, who at the moment is conducting a topographical survey of the A465.  Depending on the findings of this survey it may be needed to consider a site meeting. It has been decided to contact Nick Ramsey A.M., asking if he will meet our Council on site.

Residents of Llanvetherine have been concerned about the excessive speed of motorcycles through the village, especially on Sundays.  In a letter from Gwent police it is stated that they will be monitoring the situation and will let us know their findings.

Various potholes and drainage concerns on Park Road, Llangattock Lingoed will be brought to the attention of the County Council. 

Before the onset of winter, grit bins are required at Pool Hall pitch at Llangattock Lingoed.  

The drainage from Firs Road to Lane’s Garage needs attention.  

Hedge trimmings are a problem at this time of year, so we will ask if the road sweeper could make more frequent visits.

Every year our Council pays half the cost of mowing at the Community Field in Poorscript Lane, while GADMAG pay the other half. It was proposed that we ask GADMAG if they are still interested in the retention of this field.
