Planning Applications

One planning application was considered.

· Proposed alterations and extensions to Werngounsel Farm, Pandy, which was recommended for approval.

First Responder

Richard Baker, Chairman of Ewyas Harold Council and a first responder for the ambulance service addressed the meeting.  He spoke on ambulance services in general.  As a first responder he would be willing to run some classes in Grosmont, and he would be able to get a defibrillator, free of charge, which could be kept in the village by a qualified person.

New Library Service

As Chairman of Ewyas Harold Council he informed us of a new library service which will be opening at Horsecroft, Ewyas Harold.  As neighbours, people in the Grosmont area would be welcome to use this service.  Watch this space for further details.

Roads

Rural roads, at the moment, are in relatively good condition due to the mild winter so far.  However, we will be drawing the attention of the highway authority to the following.

i. Verges need cutting on B4521 at Llanvetherine to allow water into the roadside drains.

ii. Flooding at gas sub station (near Lane’s garage) at Llanvetherine.

iii. Park Road needs urgent attention – large potholes near Upper Park Farm.

iv. We would like an update on the proposed drainage scheme for Park Road.

We will be asking for an update on the scheme planned on the A465 at Llangua.

Grass Cutting

For a number of years the Community Council has paid half the grass cutting cost at the field in Poorscript Lane, while GADMAG have paid the other half.  It was decided to invite GADMAG to the February meeting of the Council to discuss the future of this field.

Street Lighting

Let there be light!!!  When the new development was built at Town Farm Meadow, a few years ago, lighting standards and lights were erected. However, the lights have never been switched on.  We will be taking this up with the County lighting authority

Local Development Plan

Some members of Action for Sustainable Grosmont attended the meeting.  We will be sending our observations on the development of the 15 houses in Grosmont to the County Council.
